1) There are a few changes to make to the main front page. Firstly, let's combine the "blog" and "news" sections into a single place, called "News and Blog". Second, I've included a shortened version of the text for the six section descriptions in one of the attachments. Can we please use this shortened version, clump all six of the sections into the left half of the page, and with the other half move up the small picture that says "5-7% Expected Return" so that it is more prominent on the page?

Let's rotate between three pictures -- (a) the current one; (b) a second one that has a picture of some credit cards and the words "Withdrawal limits of up to 5,000 Euros-per-day"; (c) a third with a picture of a laptop and the words "Cutting edgeOnline Banking system"

3) Next up, Terms and Conditions. New text for the "Terms and Conditions" section of the page is attached. This content should go in the "Terms and Conditions" section under the link at the bottom of the page, as well as in the first pop-up box that appears when clients click on "Open Account". In the links at the bottom of the page, please also combine the "Legal Notice", "Terms and Conditions", and "Privacy" links into a single section.

4) When the client agrees to the Terms and Conditions after clicking "Open Account", there's some additional information that needs to be displayed. This covers the type of documents that they will need to submit. You can find the text in the attachments, but I may need to send an update later today or early next week with additional information for this part.

5) Attached are also a list of black-listed countries that we will not work with. If in section 3 of the client lists either his citizenship or the country of company incorporation as one of these countries, please arrange it so that the process is stopped there and they are presented with a pop-up reading: "We are very sorry to inform you that the country you have listed is on our blacklist and consequently we will not be able to provide you with our services. Holders of dual-citizenship may consider re-applying with their second passport."

6) In the part of the application where it asks if the client is a "Politically exposed person", please include a roll-over that defines the term as: "A person who is currently or has previously been entrusted with a prominent public function, or an individual who is closely related to such a person by blood or marriage."
